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Chinese Romanization Table

Common Alphabetic (CA) follows the formula “consonants as in English, vowels
as in Italian,” plus æ as in “cat,” v [compare the linguist’s %] as in “gut,” z as in “adz,”
and yw (after l or n, simply w) for “umlaut u.” A lost initial ng- is restored to
distinguish the states of We$ ! ! ! and Ngwe$ ! ! ! , both now “We$ !.” Tones are h!!gh, r!"sing,
lo#w, and fa$ lling. The other systems are Pinyin (PY) and Wade-Giles (WG).
